Each of the patterns was inspired by a vintage 
natural history illustration (these illustrations 
were one of the ways people documented and 
shared the contents of their curiosity cabinets in 
a time before cameras), and each illustration led 
to two patterns: one for a pair of socks and one 
for an accessory. Each project offers something 
special that I hope will catch your eye and inspire 
you to add it to your own collection of knitted 
treasures.

The patterns focus on intricate textures, delicate 
lace, delightful cables, and beautiful details. 
They are written in multiple sizes and include 
clear, easy-to-use charts. The books also feature 
beautiful, detailed photographs and helpful tips 
and tricks to ensure your knitting goes smoothly.
